Jugoslovenski komitet pravnika za ljudska prava,
nastavljaju¢i svoje viSegodisnje aktivnosti na planu fak-
tickog priznavanja prigovora savesti kao osnovnog ljud-
skog prava, sredinom novembra 2000. godine intenzivirao
je Kampanju za priznavanje prava na prigovor savesti i
skracenje vojnog roka. U okviru ove Kampanje, ekspert-
ski tim YUCOM-a izradio je, ve¢ sredinom decembra
2000. godine Inicijativu za izmenu Zakona o Vojsci
Jugoslavije koja se odnosi na dufinu trajanja vojnog
roka i priznavanje prava na prigovor savesti. Kampanja
Jje nastavljena i u 2001. godini, odrZavanjem tribina u vise
gradova Srbije, ostvarivanjem kontakata sa predstavnici-
ma Vojske Jugoslavije, politickim strankama i relevant-
nim medunarodnim i evropskim organizacijama, kao i
akcijom prikupljanja potpisa za Inicijativu YUCOM-a.
Ovoj inicijativi su se pridruzile mnoge nevladine organi-
zacije, udruZenja gradana, kao i sami gradani.

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Ustavom SRJ utvrden uslov da se ova Inicijativa, formal-
nopravno uobli¢ena u zvanicni Predlog zakona za izmenu
Zakona o Vojsci Jugoslavije, neposredno dostavi Savez-
noj skupstini, na sam Svetski dan prigovaraca savesti —
15. maja 2001. godine.

III Predlog zakona o izmenama Zakona o Vojsci
Jugoslavije (tekst Predloga).

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FOREWORD TO THE SECOND EDITION

The September elections, the events of 5™ October
2000 and the fall of the regime of Slobodan Milogevi¢
opened a new chapter in the development of our society.

Now in different circumstances the Yugoslav Army
was also faced with a new role. In a politically new and
democratic environment, the Army is re-examining its
previous role as a factor of instability and orienting itself
towards becoming a factor of stability both in the country
and in the region.

The Yugoslav Lawyers' Committee for Human Rights
(YUCOM) by continuing its activity regarding the full
scale recognition of conscientious objection as a basic
human right, has intensified its Campaign for the Recog-
nition the Right to Conscientious Objection and the Re-
duction of the Duration of Military Service. Since mid-
November 2000, within the framework of this campaign,
YUCOM's expert team has embarked with an Initiative
Jor Amending the Yugoslav Army Law Regarding the
Duration of Military Service and Recognizing the Right
to Conscientious Objection. The Campaign continued in
2001 supported by a panel discussions in a number of
cities throughout Serbia and by establishing contacts with
representatives the Yugoslav Army, political parties and
relevant international and European organizations. The
main focus of the campaign was collecting 30.000 signa-
tures, as provided by the Federal Constitution for this
Initiative to be introduced into direct federal parliamen-
tary procedure. A large number of non-governmental or-
ganizations, citizens associations and citizens joined this
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Initiative. By spring 2001, the needed number of 30,000
citizen signatures were obtained throughout Serbia. The
Initiative, now in form of an official Proposal to Amend
the Yugoslav Army Law was formally and symbolically
presented to the Federal Parliament on May 15, 2001 -
World Conscientious Objectors Day.

The activities of the Yugoslav Lawyers Committee
for Human Rights, especially the Campaign for Recog-
nizing the Right to Conscientious Objection and Reducing
the Duration of Military Service, have resulted in the need
to add a new section to the first edition of this publication
under the title of Initiative for Amending the Yugoslav
Army Law Regarding the Duration of Military Service
and Recognizing the Right to Conscientious Objection.
This addition consists of the following topics:

I. Campaign for Amending the Law on Army of
Yugoslavia — Chronological Overview of Activi-
ties;

II. Reports from panel discussions and participati-
ons on electronic media;

II1. Proposal of the Law on Amending the Yugoslav
Army Law.

Together with YUCOM, this campaign was also
realized by the Women in Black, numerous NGOs thro-
ughout Serbia and the network of conscientious objectors
to whom we wish to express our special gratitude. Also,
we wish to pay special thanks to Dejan Milenkovié LLM,
Dusan Ignjatovi¢ and Zarko Petrovi¢, members of the
Committee whose assistance was indispensable in prepa-
ring this second edition of Conscientious Objection as a
Fundamental Human Right.
